Brewed for the first time in the summer of 2004 to commemorate the 30th Anniversary of CAMRA, Paradise Ale is named after ‘Paradise Fields’, the land on which Theakstons brewery was built.
Containing a blend of traditional hops including Cascade, a new world variant of the traditional Fuggle hop, the 4.2% ABV full-bodied ale has a delicious, light fruity flavour and thirst quenching characteristic perfect for drinking during the scorching summer months. 

The launch is the latest in a series of new offerings by the brewer designed to put its famous range of ales back at the forefront of the British traditional ale scene. The Theakston family reclaimed its family heritage from Scottish and Newcastle over three years ago by buying back control of the Masham-based brewing company.  

Paradise Ale joins other stable mates, XB and the world renowned OP, into bottles available for the off trade across UK supermarkets. 
Simon Theakston, Executive Director of Theakstons, said: “There is a strong, growing interest in bottled English ales and Paradise Ale is sure to generate a lot of attention as the latest newcomer to the market. Waitrose are at the forefront in this respect.
